Councillors).

PUBLIC NOTICE PERIOD FOR DRAFT
SCHEME

Church door notices;
announcement in service; and on
Church Commissioners website.
Anyone can make a
representation either for or
against the draft scheme to the
CCs. May be further public
meetings.

l

If adverse representations are
received, there is a separate process
for dealing with these. If no adverse
representations are received, the
Scheme can be made and comes
into effect on a specified date.

January 2022

A final service is arranged before
the Scheme comes into effect.

Arrangements are made with the
PCC for a key holder and for
regular church inspections until a
new use is found.
