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Introduction & Timetable 
 

The Dean of Ripon 
 
Dear sisters and brothers in Christ, 
 
With the retirement of Bishop Nick, the Diocese of Leeds is entering into a significant season of change and 
transition. Over the last eleven years, with the blessing of Bishop Nick’s leadership, we have seen a new 
diocese grow in confidence and mission, becoming more self-aware and discerning the ways in which God is 
calling us forward locally and regionally as his Church. We have discerned a vision for being confident 
Christians, in growing churches, transforming communities. And our agreed values have increasingly shaped 
how we seek together to follow Christ: loving, living and learning. Prayer has been central to this growth and 
development and needs to remain so as we commit ourselves to being open to God’s sustained calling and 
our continued transformation.   
 
This resource is provided to prompt, encourage and help all of us – all expressions of Church within the 
diocese - to pray through this time of transition. It doesn’t matter whether we use this material or pray and 
reflect in different ways. The important thing is that we all pray as we can, not as we think we should. And as 
we pray together, in varied ways in different contexts, so we will continue to grow together.  
 
The focus of our prayer will change as we progress through the retirement of Bishop Nick, saying thank you 
and farewell to him and Linda, the interim leadership of Bishop Toby, the process of discernment and 
appointment of the person chosen by God to be our next diocesan bishop, and our welcome of that person 
who will lead the Diocese of Leeds into the next phase of its life.  
 
Key points and stages in this period of transition are: 
 
Retirement of Bishop Nick: 

• End of August 2025 - Bishop Nick steps back from actively leading the diocese.  
• September to November 2025 - farewell events in all three cathedrals. 
• End of November 2025 – Bishop Nick retires.  
 

Interim Ministry of Bishop Toby: 
• September to November 2025 - Bishop Toby leads with delegated powers. 
• December 2025 to the end of the vacancy – Bishop Toby is Acting Bishop of Leeds 
 

Vacancy in See committee meets April – October 2025: 
• July: the consultation with the diocese. 
• October: the Statement of Needs is approved. 
• October: the diocesan Crown Nomination Commission representatives are elected. 
 

Crown Nomination Commission meets March-May 2026: 
• Summer: Announcement of new Bishop. 
• Winter: Arrival of the second Bishop of Leeds and installation in each cathedral.

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Simple ideas to help people to pray during the search for a 
new Bishop of Leeds 
 

• Bishop Nick & Linda, Bishop Toby 
Give thanks for Bishop Nick and Linda, and all that they have given to the 
Diocese of Leeds over the last 11 years, and in Bradford before that. Pray for 
them as they transition to retirement, that they will know God’s peace. Pray 
for Bishop Toby and Henriette, as he takes the reigns as Acting Bishop, pray 
for wisdom, stamina and joy over this season. 
 
 

• Consultation Process 
Pray for open, humble hearts in the consultation process — that people speak 
truthfully and listen deeply, especially to under-represented voices. Ask God 
to reveal how the diocese should be led in order for our churches to be 
beacons for the Kingdom of God. 
 
 

• Drafting the Statement of Needs 
Pray that the drafting of Statement of Needs is Spirit-led, honest, and 
courageous — reflecting both the Gospel and the diocese’s challenges and 
strengths. Pray for unity and clarity among the Vacancy in See committee. 
 
 

• Choosing the Crown Nominations Commission 
Ask for a fair, diverse, and prayerful panel to be chosen — one that listens 
well, discerns wisely, and carries out its role with integrity 
 

 
• Candidates and appointment process 

Uphold all candidates in prayer. Pray for spiritual discernment, fairness, and 
pastoral care for those shortlisting and interviewing — that the process is 
guided by faith, not fear, and that each candidate will know the comfort of the 
Holy Spirit, through it all. 
 

 
• The New Bishop 

Pray for the person who is called to be the new Bishop of Leeds. Pray that 
they will be filled with the Holy Spirit, and equipped for the big task ahead of 
them. Pray for them as they lay down their current responsibilities and take 
up their new ones.  
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Resources: Liturgical Texts, Readings & Prayers 
 
The texts which follow may be used in a celebration of the Eucharist or as appropriate, in 
Services of Morning or Evening Prayer, or a Service of the Word. These should not normally 
replace the materials proper for Sundays or Feast Days, but some parts may be used in 
addition. You may wish to use them where a day is set apart to pray for the appointment of 
a new bishop, where this is the particular focus. The choice is yours. 
 

The texts which follow are taken from a variety of places in Common Worship mainly from 
services for Embertide; The Ordination and Consecration of Bishops; and For the Guidance 
of the Holy Spirit. Other prayers are ascribed where sources are clear, or are original 
compositions for these resources where there is no other authorised material available.
